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Centreline trial in 
Parkes 
The RTA would like to advise MCC members of a 
centreline marking trial currently being undertaken 
on the Newell Highway at two locations (12 
kilometres north of Parkes and 15 kilometres north 
of West Wyalong). 
 
As you will read in the flyer linked below, the 
centreline marking trial is expected to reduce 
crashes caused by fatigue and driver inattention by 
increasing the separation between opposing traffic. 
The road rules for overtaking have not changed. 
 
Brian Wood, Chair of the MCC’s Road Safety 
Committee has inspected the trial near Parkes and 
ridden along both the VibraLine adjacent to the 
edge line and the median line and found that 
neither affected the stability of his motorcycle. 
 
He did however find it a little surprising that 
VibraLine did not generate any noticeable vibration 
or noise. The 'drumming' effect noticeable in cars 
would not be generated as a motorcycle doesn't 
have a shell. "I suspect the 'helmet' noise due to 
wind and engine noise was greater than that 
generated by the VibraLine as I could hear cars 
driving over the VibraLine when I stopped to take 
photos". 
 
Brian also comments that the chip seal was 
relatively course and this could have been masking 
the vibration effect.  
 
Brian has since ridden along some VibraLine on 
the M5 Motorway near Prestons, both the edge line 

and lane markings which he again found did not 
generate any significant noise or vibration, noting 
he thought  
 
VibraLine would only have a limited safety benefit 
for motorcyclists who stray from their lane.

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Trip Report 
Cameron Corner & Strzelecki Desert South Australia 

October 2011 
By Mark Vane-Tempest (see also FRONT COVER) 

Three of us headed out of Newcastle with weather forecasts of heavy rain and flooding on the coast. By the time 
we were west of Dubbo, we’d gone through two hail storms at just 7 degrees.  
Our mission – to reach Cameron Corner, the point where QLD, SA & NSW meet and then tackle the Strzelecki 
Desert in South Australia. 
 
The next day we left Bourke with a sunny blue sky and that’s the way it stayed until we reached home five days 
later. Soon we hit the dirt and the true outback adventure began with red dust and partly muddy tracks. On 

through to Tibooburra where we refuelled, the last stretch into 
Cameron Corner saw us there at 6.30pm with the sun just 
setting. �All the while, I had only seen three kangaroos as they sat 
near the edge of the road and watched us go by. Those plastic 
Roo whistles did nothing. On arrival, I met a crew of ten guys 
from Victoria who were there to play the Tri-states Golf 
championship. I’m told there is a nine hole course with three 
holes in each state that you play whilst walking from one state to 
the other. That night I tried putting up a small tent in strong 
winds. Around 9pm we were hit with a dust storm so I held the 
tent down by laying in it.  
 
The next 
morning we 

shook the dust off our gear, fuelled up with an extra 9 litres for 
the 400klms of Strzelecki Desert that lay ahead. Out in the 
middle of absolutely nowhere, we came across a derelict 
Double Decker bus. � Apparently a bit of a tourist attraction and 
popular spot to camp. � 
 
We took a short cut track across to reach the main Strzelecki 
Track, which is more like a four lane dirt highway. Heading 
south we stooped at the Montecollina Bore which pumps out 
boiling hot bore water into a large pond where we took the 
chance to take a warm swim and wash off the red dust. From 
there, we headed on to reach Arkaroola Village in the Flinders 
Ranges. This is quite a tourist resort with excellent facilities, local bus trips for the grey nomads and scenic flights 
over Lake Eyre.  
 
As we were on a tight schedule, I had to leave this for another time. The next day we had a 300klm run to head 
further south skirting the striking Flinders Ranges. With only a 16litre tank, we reached Yunta where I put in 16.4 
litres! 
During a much needed break for a coffee and egg & bacon roll, we had a chat with an American couple touring 
OZ on a BMW 1200GS. 
We continued on for what was a very long day and finally after 960klms we reached Cobar at 7.15pm whilst still 
with some sun setting on the horizon. 
 
The next day took us 700klm home to Newcastle.  
 
Stats: five days covering 3,280 klms 
Three BMW F800GS bikes kitted out with Spot Tracker GPS locator, satellite phone, spare tubes, tools, extra 
fuel & water, camping gear. Fully loaded we each used approx $270 in fuel at outback prices. Outback daytime 
temperature ranged from 18 to 24 degrees C. 
Wildlife – Shingle Back lizards, Emus, wild goats, kangaroos, goanna and various birdlife. 
208 photos. 
 
Looking forward to the next challenge. 
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Following our first aid training, been looking for a long-
life trauma dressing; one that is robust enough of 
withstanding being thrown in the bottom of the tank bag 
or pannier.
