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Adventure Bike Riding Course
19-20 February 2011
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It's not fair, it's simply not fair. | should be riding my motorbike. | should have my bike cramped with rally
paraphernalia travelling at illegal speeds heading towards NSW and attending the NSW BMW rally. After all,
that’s what a BMW is for, to be loaded up, going from a place no one has heard off to another place no one
cares about.

Six months ago, after forty months of walking on crutches | took my first tentative steps without any aids. Within
a very short period of time | went on a diet, aiming to lose 17klg, start by first riding my bikes to the next suburb
and back testing my leg and slowly build up endurance. More strenuous exercises will help to return back to full
health. Well | stuck to the plan but twenty days later I'm once again lying down looking up at a hospital ceiling
being informed that yes the leg can once again be saved, but more bones are broken and another couple of
operations are in order. After | came too, back in the ward, | was informed that | now have a rod, two plates and
twenty two screws in the left leg.

How am | to ride my bike to the Karuah River Rally from a hospital bed? Now 6 months later instead of opening
power and play swinging the bike from one bend to another I'm sitting in front of a steering wheel driving down a
straight stretch of freeway listening to a children story telling programme on the radio. How boring can life be!

For those who have never had the fortune to go to a rally the Karuah River Rally is perhaps the most challenging
yet enjoyable event you could undertake. You are not going to attend a rally, you are going to experience a
range of emotions as you ride in rainy condition, gasp for some cool air as humidity surrounds you and
penetrates through your clothes and being the hottest month of the year in the driest continent on earth don’t
expect any mercy from the sun. The beauty of all this is that twenty years later you will still talk about this event
because of the high activity content of such an adventure.

Thanks to Alan and Marie Pennykid from the BMW Touring Club of NSW | was once again invited to drive my
car to their place and than drive their 4WD towing a trailer, carrying all the camping paraphernalia to the rally
site.

The run to their place in NSW was as expected — boring. How could anyone ever possible enjoy travelling by car
over such a distance is beyond me. Other than seeing water at Bonnie Doon, a sight | haven't seen for over a
decade and getting stuck in an hour long traffic jam due to road works just outside Mittagong, the run was as
already stated down right boring. The Hume Highway has certainly changed over the years. Dual lanes has
mercifully evened out the pot holes especially the bone jarring, suspension destroying variety on the New South
Wales side but it has also bypassed small, even tiny towns. Only a handful remain on the Hume Highway, the
rest have now passed away out of sight into the background. One town about to be bypassed is the dreaded
Tarcutta. Tarcutta is the halfway point and is famous for being the town most likely you'll get booked, if you don’t
see the local cop opposite the petrol station hiding behind the only tree present, than most likely he’s behind you.
Stop here for refreshments, fuel and get yourself in the right frame of mind. You are about to live a nightmare.

There was a time that as soon as you leave town the road deteriorates and becomes the kind of road that should
be included in any chassis engineer test programme. It dips, has humps, pot holes, broken edges, low
overhanging branches, gravel and rocks that semis pick up when they meet. It's not wide enough to allow two
semis to pass with all their wheels on the broken bitumen. If taken at more than 90kph expect punctures, bend
mag wheels, twisted shock absorbers and even a cracked chassis.

| stopped for fuel at the 'Dog on the Tucker Box'. In the distance past parents queued waiting their turn to place
their children to pose next to the statue. Now you’ll have trouble locating it as the plastic and laminex and acres
of concrete of the super duper petrol station adjoining the fast food restaurant completely dominate the area.

The following morning dawned nice and fine but it didn’t take long for the humidity and heat to increase in
intensity. We looked forward to get underway and travel along the Old Putty Road. This stretch of road has
enough bends of all various degrees to keep any motorcyclist thoroughly enjoy oneself. A responsible car driver
should keep his eyes on the rear view mirror and move over to let the biker go through. It is a joy to transverse
this road as the movement allowed an air flow thus helps dissipate the humidity. A new café has opened and it is
certainly catering for the motorcyclist. Concrete parking area sign posted and reserved for the biker certainly
helps.

Singleton is the largest town in the area. The army base was quite busy in the late sixties/early seventies
preparing those whose number came up in the lottery being taught how to kill before being send over to Vietnam.
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| was one of them and many a time on Saturday night inspected the gutters at very close quarters as alcohol was
ridiculously cheap and very easily accessible.

A few miles out of town and you can see that no high powered politician lives nearby. The road deteriorates from
guite a nice smooth one lane either way to a disgusting frequently patched third rate goat track. Don't bother
reading the speed signs, there’s no way you can reach such velocity, the bone jarring is guaranteed to loosen
any teeth filling.

By now we have left freeways, wide roads and multi coloured flashing lights car dealers behind, we have arrived
in rural Australia. By early afternoons the sun’s rays were making themselves. We entered a small town were
practically nothing moves. These small inland towns are nothing more than a train whistle stop. Usually the
highest building is the corner pub. An old man holding onto a sweaty glass of ice cold beer sits in the corner at
the bar, in his favourite seat, now alone, living with just his memories. Across the road a number of building are
all boarded up, their wares still advertised through faded lettering. A few houses do their best to look new but
have long ago lost their lustre. The corner milkbar offer some shade. Amidst a few trees the eternally youthful
soldier still stands, his head bowed in abject respect, a few names scribbled on stone, a memory to those who
lost their life before their time.

Under a crystal clear sky the only movement present are a couple of kids on bicycles who madly wave back to
you as you ride by. With luck you might even see the lazy movement of a dog’s tail as it lies under a porch trying
to escape the heat. A bird’s chirping or call is the only sound heard.

Worse were the far older towns. These are the ones that truly break ones heart. You will not find any teenagers
living here, they have all moved to the big towns seeking employment and excitement. Now the town is in a
transition, those who still remember their teen years go to much larger, better equipped towns, the elderly leave
this town in a coffin. A small chapel calls the faithful on Sundays; a sorry state cemetery lies behind it. The gate
having long ago lost its hinges lies nearby, the grass valiantly doing its best to hide it from view. Many a shed
has a lean too, the corrugated iron roof sporting a coat of rust. A vehicle, once someone’s pride and joy sits
among tall grass now rusting in a back yard.

Dungog is the last town before the rally site. Surprisingly many a large building is in pristine condition, the most
notable is the famous James Theatre. It boasts having the oldest purpose-built cinema still operating in Australia.
I have many pleasant memories here. | was voted as the most consistent out of town customer both by the petrol
station/milkbar at the top of the hill and the Bank hotel. The locals surprised look as the lady behind the bar
reaches out hug and kiss me is priceless. She has been pouring me a beer for the last 19 years. The new
owners of the milkbar recognise me remembering me when | use to chat with the previous owners who
regrettably passed away a few years ago, Virginia from cancer and John from a broken heart.

After catching up with other fellow rallyist and down a few beers we departed to the rally site a mere 14kim away.
A kilometre after the bitumen turn to dirt the road starts to ascend. It was here that there was a timber mill
building. As time passed by, the building activity came to a stop. Years passed, the building became quite
dilapidated and a noticeable lean too was to follow. The weather wasn't kind and the wind, heat and rain saw the
building finally collapse. Now 34 years later the building is no more, nature has successfully placed a layer of
grass where the building once stood.

Tent city at Frying Pan creek signalled we have arrived at our destination. Gear unpacked, tents raised and the
time honoured activity of searching out long lost mates got underway. For those who has never attended a rally,
it is basically a camping weekend were once you pick up a badge, time is spent looking at bikes, talking bikes,
eating, drinking, looking at girls, finding out who is living with whom, who’s married and divorced, drinking and
looking at and talking more about bikes. By mid afternoon it started to rain. This is expected as it is practically a
tradition to have rain during the weekend. The trophies were passed around during tea time and the raffle
followed. Hey organisers, the raffle is getting longer and longer and so time consuming that people are losing
interest. When darkness fell the moon came out. Warm temperatures kept those present up. It's not often that
one’s sees others go from one campfire to another and shy away from the actual fire. It was a beautiful night.

It was great to once again catch up with Patrick Bajraszewski. Pat has at times been my travelling rally
companion. Without fail Pat once again shared some of his rocket fuel. It is a drink unlike any other. The mixture
of two brands of booze is mixed, strained and using a secret formula to remove any bubbles is left to mildly
percolate for a year’s duration. A glass of this mixture is guaranteed to increase heart rate, brings colour to ones
cheeks and with a little bit of choke turn over any Valiant Charger engine; it's even works as a paint stripper.
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Waking up with a furry tongue is bad, waking up with a furry tongue and a thumping headache is worse, but
waking up with these ailments to the sound of rain is extremely demoralizing. There was only one thing to do,
slowly, very slowly turn over cancel the day and go back to sleep. When | did wake up again | felt a little bit
better, in desperate need of a coffee, the headache was mildly throbbing, however breakfast in bed, a
bacon/sausage/egg sandwich helped bring all cylinders back to life.

By late morning the gear was packed away, bikes and car fired up and slowly we made our way back to
civilization. Lunch was consumed at the new café on the Old Putty Road. It is perfectly placed halfway. Being a
Sunday the strip of concrete was full of bikes and was told that it is going to be extended. A sign pointing that this
is ‘parking bikes only’ was very often photographed.

A shower back at base was welcomed and after a very nice Chinese takeaway | got into my car and with a wave
aimed the car south. Light rain forced me to close the sun roof. When the clouds parted and the moon appeared
than both the sunroof and window were opened again, radio switched on and settled down for a night run to
Melbourne.

Traffic dwindled down to a trickle and by Goulburn it wasn’t an issue. A car parked facing oncoming traffic
caused me to flick the high beam just in time to see the radar gun being pointed at me. A quick glance at the
speedo clearly showed that the flashing lights should come on any second. Surprise, they didn’t, wow how lucky
can a person be. Obviously it wasn’'t my turn. The second time | looked back in the rear view mirror | saw them
come on lighting the darkness with a dancing colourful light. | saw both a car and the trailing police car stop by
the side of the road — obviously it was his turn.

Exactly 5 hours since leaving my hosts | stopped for petrol in Albury. Another 115 kim later and | was able to get
off the Hume Highway at the Benalla turn off. It was also the time to pull over and have a nap. Near continuous
yawning signalled me to put the car to bed.

| have been awake now for just on twenty hours so tilting the car seat down, stretching and laying my head down
didn’t take long to doze off. Three hours later | woke up; what a beautiful way to wake up, much better than so
many sleepless nights in hospital.

| got out of the car, stretch and yawn and briefly walked around a bug splattered car. | was soon back on the
road.

The first hint of dawn could be seen just over the horizon. What a beautiful sight, the beginning of a new day. As
| got closer to home traffic was once again noticeable. The first set of traffic lights told me that I'm back in
suburbia and shortly after I rolled my car back in the garage. | wasn't happy, 4 bikes, 4 cold engines were
present, and one of them should have been running as only a BMW should.
