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Well folks, I have found out first hand why Honda ST 1100's 
have never won the Pari / Dakar. 
 
After reaching the Cairn in the Centre of NSW, Glenn asked 
which way will we head back to Tottenham, he said we can 
keep going and do the loop, which sounded like a good 
idea at the time. For a dirt road, it was tricky but pretty 
rideable, as long as you stayed in the clear defined wheel 
tracks. The ride was good, 10 inches either side and you 
were in soft gravel. 

 

We were sitting on about 80k and from here it gets hazy, 
Glenn says we hit a patch of sand, I don't know what it was 
but it started up a mild tank slapper. I tried to ride out of the 
soft stuff and power up to get the front end lighter to control 
the slapper, but it kept forcing me into the loose gravel. This 
fight went on for 100 yards or so with the slapper just 
getting worse. I figured I wasn't going to get out of this. I 
would rather abandon ship while I was still in control. 
 
My theory was just to jump on the back brake, lock up the 
rear wheel so the bike would slide out from under me, so I 
could let the bike go first and I ride it down, Classic police 
and race bike training from the 60s.��

�

Action Point 1. It didn't work. 
 
At 70k I was high sided off, just nicely thank you, when the 
front bit in. The nice bit was I was sling shotted off like an 
arrow, straight down the centre of the road, while the big 
Honda slewed to the right on its side, gleefully destroying 
$5,000 worth of fairing. As I was doing my impersonation of 
the flying Gambini, I stuck out my right arm to break the fall. 
It took the brunt and snapped instantly and whilst I did not 
black out I remember rolling in the middle of the road for a 
bit but it wasn't a violent washing machine tumble. 
 
NOTE !!!!!!!!! 

Even now I can look you in the eye and say positively, ''At 
no time during the accident did I hit my head''. While I was 
in Tottenham hospital I asked Glenn this question, "Did I hit 
my helmet?”

Its 
reward now for faithful service is the garbage can. SIGH !    
I liked that helmet. Take heed of the moral of the story. 
 
I did my limbs check, wriggled fingers and toes, wobbled 
my head, leant forward to check my backbone, then noticed 
my left arm but then noticed my right arm was missing, no 
blood so it wasn't severed so where was it. I found my right 
shoulder, but the arm was not there. That’s because it was 
twisted behind my back. Now this is the part that Nurse Gail 
scolded me for. 
I reached around and grabbed my right arm from behind 
me and plonked it into my lap. I then felt the fingers. I could 
feel them but it was sort of numb. It then hit me, shit, shit 
shit!  I have broken my arm. 
 
Meanwhile Glenn did not notice I wasn't following him. It 
was only when he got to the tar that he pulled over and 
noticed I wasn't there. I then stood up chanting a mantra of 
Shit, shit, shit, Glenn where are you, shit shit shit, all the 
while carting my broken arm around by the cuff of the 
jacket. I took my helmet off, threw it on the ground and not 
so patiently waited for Glenn to return. I don't know how 
long but it seemed forever for him to return. I then sat down 
and waited. Finally I heard the sound of the K100 returning, 
it was such a glorious sound. Glenn first saw the Honda on 
its side, but not me, so I called out to him. He asked if I was 
OK. I said shit no!!! I need an ambulance!! Glenn calmly 
reassured me, sit there and don't move - I'm going for help.

He looked up and saw the flashing lights. Jees, was I so 
glad to see Mick the ambo. All the questions, were you 
wearing a helmet? any neck pain? any back pain? Let’s get 
you some drugs. By then the riot squad arrived with Chris 
Huddy, Club Prez Waddo and front line photographer Frank 
Bala Hurley ! As they were loading me into the ambulance, 
Ian Horsburgh turned up with the Honda recovery vehicle.

gear and arranging my trip to the hospital. Then Mick the 
ambo, nursing staff, the doctor and the local policeman at 
Tottenham, then the inter transfer ambos from Tottenham, 
sorry for making you guys get home late, but I really 
appreciated it. 
Then thanks to all the medical staff at Dubbo hospital, you 
guys are the best. Being married to a nurse, I know how 
much the medical profession gets belted around by the 
Daily's and the local papers, but their papers are used as 
the base of my kitty litter tray and my cats express the way 
most of us feel about hack journo's. 
Thank you to club members who sent texts and E mails, I 
appreciate it. 
Lastly thanks to Nurse Gail and Evan my son for driving to 
Dubbo and Tottenham, on Sat night, to be with me and 
being my moral support, for accepting my passion for 
motorcycles.
