BMW CLUBS AUSTRALIA - ANNUAL MEETING OF DELEGATES 

     Held in Melbourne on 18/4/2010 the annual meeting of BMW Clubs Australia delegates brought together delegates 

from all seven motorcycle clubs and nine car clubs from around the country along with representatives from BMW 

Group Australia.  

     The meeting was opened by Chairman Ian Solomon who reported on Clubs Australia's finances, budgets and 

membership statistics. The overall trend for the year saw membership numbers dip slightly for both car and 

motorcycle clubs in 2009, total numbers for car clubs 3861 and motorcycle clubs 2489.  

     Tim James, BMW Group Australia's Corporate Communications Manager, reported on BMW's standing in the 

market place in light of the global economic downturn. Sales were down worldwide with a total of 23,000 motorcycles 

sold in 2009 which included 1,897 in Australia. Motorcycle sales are already up by 6.3% for 2010. Global car sales for 

2009 was one million units. BMW are planning for the celebration of 90 years of motorycles in 2013. BMW Clubs 

Australia's Award for Excellence was presented by Tim James which went to Malcolm Deane from the BMW 

Motorcycle Club of Victoria. Malcolm received the award for the work he put into formatting and implementation of the 

new Clubs Australia logo and the various club logos from around the country, ours included. Congratulations were 

conveyed from the BMW Clubs International Council as Australia was the first country to fully implement the new 

logos. Those attending the 30th GS rally will be able to admire Malcolms handywork in the banners on display. 

     All clubs that produce a newsletter are required to follow guidelines that are set down by the International Council. 

This was reinforced to all delegates as some clubs have apparently moved away from the set format. Our club is not 

one of them. Clubs Australia is again to look at hosting club websites. 

      The support (Principle Event Support Program) that we receive from BMW for our major events will in future be 

dependent on the number of attendees. This year we received a selection of merchandise that was raffled at the 

Karuah River Rally to support the Royal Flying Doctor. 

     A progress report was delivered by the organisers of the BMW Car Nationals to be held in 2011 on the Gold Coast. 

All delegates were required to deliver a report on their clubs activities over the past year. The report that I relayed 

from Andrew Watson was very well received. The noted highlights being attendance numbers, the Karuah River Rally, 

the Far Cairn Rally and our major contribution to MARI, along with our continued support of The Royal Flying Doctor. 

This clubs generosity does not go unnoticed. 

     Much of the afternoon session of the meeting was taken up as a general discussion between delegates regarding 

club activities, membership numbers, membership turnover, fees and just general club functions. The unique 

circumstances for new and struggling clubs was also a topic of discussion and support. (New car clubs in Tasmania 

and Ballarat). Some clubs have huge membership numbers and a high annual turnover of members with a small core 

of active members whilst others have smaller numbers and a smaller turnover percentage but a very high percentage 

of stable? active members. Ours is the latter. In short, all clubs are different. They have different goals and objectives 

and exist for different reasons, which, at the end of the day is great for the club movement. We all have that one 

common thread, BMW. One thing that was found to be common between all motorcycle clubs was the very social 

attitude and the philosophy of not taking themselves too seriously. 

     The general consensus from the meeting was that the club movement alive and well. Over the years I have heard 

from members who think that Clubs Australia and BMW are attempting to 'control' our club by telling us what we can 

and cannot do. Nothing could be further from the truth. Sure there are some guidelines that are imposed on our 

publication and corporate image (logo) but apart from that we are free to be ourselves. Our club, like all others, is 

enhanced by Clubs Australia and BMWs ongoing support and assistance. 

      As a footnote, discussions that began at the meeting have led to BMW Clubs Australia offering their financial and 

moral support to the 30th Anniversary GS Rally. This along with the support that Rob Tiedman and the organising 

committee have secured from BMW Group Australia will go a long way to making the event a success.
