Laurel Hill Forest Lodge is situated between Batlow and Tumbarumba, on the doorstep of 

the Snowies, with wonderful tar and dirt roads at your fingertips (wheel tips?), plus great 

walks right from the site. Rides are organised by those there at the time. Come in the tin 

lid if you need to.
